The Republic of Serbia has received a Multi-Donor Trust Fund for Justice Sector Support (MDTF-JSS) from various donors, jointly executed by the World Bank and the Ministry of Justice (MoJ) and intends to apply part of the proceeds of this grant funds to payments under the contract:

The assignment will be to develop analysis about the necessary changes to the Serbian legal framework that require harmonization with the EU acquis and international legislation on lobbying, and to draft text of the Law on lobbying, in order to improve legal framework for fight against corruption, foster transparency and accelerate accession process. The key tasks comprise the following:  analyze the EU acquis and international legislation on lobbying; analyze and identify the provisions in the Serbian legal framework that require harmonization with the EU acquis and international legislation on lobbying; draft text of the Law on lobbying and make practical recommendations and justification for proposed legal solutions; prepare and participate in the work of the Working group for the Law on Lobbying and support efficient implementation of the recommendations; monitor the process of law drafting through active participation in the work of the Working group for the Law on Lobbying; develop final report on harmonization of Serbian legal framework with the EU acquis, international legislation on lobbying and proposed draft Law on lobbying.
The Consultant on Law on Lobbying shall be engaged on a contract basis, part time, for 30 man-days in the period of 8 months. The expected contract start date will be April, 2017. For Consultant following is required:  university degree in law; at least ten years of relevant professional experience in the field of Administrative Law and Anticorruption; experience in working with public and/or government institutions; demonstrated ability to deliver feasible and proven solutions to previously assessed problems, in a respectful professional manner; experience with application of international standards in the area of  anticorruption and good governance will be considered as an advantage; ability to work under pressure, with tight deadlines, in a results-driven environment; and excellent written and oral communications skills in English and Serbian, with the ability to prepare notes, deliver presentations and summaries at short notice.

The Project Implementation Unit (PIU) of the Ministry of Justice now invites eligible individual consultants to indicate their interest in providing the above services. Interested consultants must provide Cover Letter and CV representing description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions and availability of appropriate skills.
